Goodwin is director and founder of the International Centre for
Responsible Tourism since 2002, which promotes the principles of the Cape Town
Declaration.

The conferences on 10" and 11t May will be followed up by an intensive course
taught by Harold Goodwin and Crista Buznea (TUI / Future Forward Travel). The
general theme is: Management in responsible tourism and will talk about certain
key aspects:

- Local economic growth;

- Managing authenticity and experiences;
- Territory management;

- Managing destinations.



The participants joining Harold Goodwin’s course will be granted a certificate issued
by the Amphiteatre Foundation and the International Centre for Responsible
Tourism.
